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AVS invited over 80 community leaders to serve as selection panelists for the NGVP

It is the first time that Guangdong, Hong Kong, and Macao are co-
hosting the 15th National Games (NG), as well as the 12th National
Games for Persons with Disabilities (NGD) and the 9th National
Special Olympics Games (NSOG), which will be held from 9 to 21
November 2025 and from 8 to 15 December 2025, respectively.
AVS has been appointed by the HKSAR Government as an Assisting
Organisation for the Hong Kong Volunteer Programme of the 15th
National Games (NGVP), and is responsible for the planning and
implementation of volunteer recruitment, training, deployment and
management for the Games.

The Launch Ceremony of NGVP was held on 20 July 2024. Mr Chan
Kwok-ki, GBS, IDSM, JP, Chief Secretary for Administration of HKSAR
Government and Ms Melissa Pang, BBS, MH, JP, AVS Chairman,
together with distinguished guests, officiated at the Ceremony. Over
30,000 applications were received from individuals, corporations,
organisations, schools and groups. AVS invited over 80 community
leaders to serve as selection panelists for individual volunteers.

To strengthen engagement with participating organisations, the
Volunteer Service Management Seminar cum Training Workshop
was held on 8 March 2025. Dr James Wong, BBS, JP, AVS Vice-
Chairman, served as a guest speaker at the seminar. The event drew
around 500 participants from 140 public and private organisations.
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AVS mobilised over 930 volunteers to assist the 2025 Shenzhen-
Hong Kong Marathon and the 15th NG Athletics (Marathon) Test
Event, the Triathlon Test Event and the Hong Kong 2025 Para Dance
Sport International Competition (Para Dance Sport Test Event) which
were held at Shenzhen Bay Port, the Central Harbourfront and the
Ma On Shan Sports Centre respectively from February to March
2025.

At the invitation of the National Games Coordination Office (Hong
Kong), Dr James Wong, AVS Vice-Chairman and Ms Likie Lee, AVS
CEQ, joined the Hong Kong delegation at the launch of the ‘Volunteer
Service-themed Cultural Identity for the 15th NG, 12th NGD and
9th NSOG, and Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Volunteer Service
Exchange’in Guangzhou on 2 March 2025. In addition, AVS trainers
participated in the ‘Train-the-trainer Workshop on Generic Volunteer
Service for the 15th NG, 12th NGD and 9th NSOG in the Guangdong
Competition Zone' from 18 to 20 March 2025. Alongside trainers
from Guangdong, the programme brought together delegations
from Hong Kong and Macao to share experiences and exchange
insights.
