In his
early days, he went to the remote regions in the New Territories to help distribute flour, milk
powder and rice to the poor. After having completed his studies, he often spent his leisure
fime on helping the youth, aiming fo enhance their capability in facing challenges. He also
assisted in setfing up the library and a youth center in Sai Kung and was involved in the
establishment of the local sub-team of the Auxiliary Medical Service. During the influx of the
Vietnomese refugees into Hong Kong, Mr MAK led his team members to solve their medical
problems. Upon his refirement, Mr MAK has fully devoted himself to the promotion of continu-
ing education and life-long learning of the elderly such os the ‘Opportunities for the Elderly
Project’. Mr MAK was also invited to serve on the committes by more than 10 government
departments.

Mr. MAK is committed to building a positive public image of the elderly through the promotion
of graceful ageing. He was frequently invited fo give advice and to write artidles in which he
shared his experience in public services. Recently, Mr. MAK has undertaken the building of
relaltionships between the elderly and the students through a project under the funding of the
Elderly Commission. In so doing, the seniors succeeded in helping the students to build o
positive view of life.

Mr. MAK is an energetic, frustworthy and visionary person. Never caring about personal fame
or gain, he hos toiled persistently for 50 years in his volunteer services, thus earning him
respect and admiration from those who work with him.
