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Police Volunteer Services Corps (PVSC) established in 2004 is aimed to promote,
develop and coordinate the provision of Police volunteers to support large
volunteering events and trainings. PVSC Secretariat was formed in 2005 and 41
police volunteer teams were set up one by one by various police formations and
units. Service targets of the volunteer teams range from the elderly, youth, the
underprivileged to students and the needy in the Mainland.

Police Force works in the frontline of society, with good knowledge of the
community needs and different social issues. PVSC gives members a different
platform to care and help those in need in the society. PVSC teams have formed
long-term partnership with a number of NGOs and charities, working together in
addressing community needs. Contributing their expertise, the PVSC has been
playing crucial roles in charity fundraising events like Oxfam Trail Walk, 30-Hour
Famine, Charity Run and Charity Race to ICC-100, advising the programme
planning, mountain rescue, crowd control and management as well as logistics
support, They also provide services for people with: mental disabilities. In 2012,
PVSC contributed a total of 126,276 volunteer service hours, recording an increase
of 6.5% from 2010 to 2012,
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
